Each page has four parts. We will explain how to use it.

@ Conversation

In the conversation, there are five college students playing in a band at a rock and
pop music club named “Keion”. Since all of them are in the same year, the dialogues
here are casual chats and daily conversations of young people in Tokyo today.

There are 143 dialogues, divided into five chapters. from Chapter 1 to Chapter 5,
focusing on the various experiences of each character. You can read from any chapter,
but we recommend you, start from Chapter 1, to understand the whole story of the
book better.

At the beginning of each chapter, there is a summary of who does what and what
happens. Enjoy reading as if you are watching a movie trailer.
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» Guidelines to study

Start studying the dialogue by listening. (See page 5 for how to download the audio
files). For each page, we recommend you listen three times as follows.

Listen for the first time, if possible, without looking at the lines in the book. It’s
normal conversation speed. If the conversation is too fast for you, adjust the speed

by using speed control applications. It may be hard to hear them but try to understand
a general sense of the conversation.

For the second time, try to understand the sounds and meanings of all the words
while looking at the lines in the book. Listen at normal speed instead of slowing down
this time. You can listen to it over and over again until you can understand the
conversation. in particular, please pay attention to the following three points:

(D What is the meaning of the keywords in the conversation (shown in bold)?

(2) What is the overall sound like, such as the strength, pitch, length, and rhythm of
the conversational sound?

(3 Are there any interesting or funny parts in the conversation?



If you understand most of the conversation by the second time, listen to it again
without looking at the book for the third time. Now, listen as if you were there
listening to the conversation. in other words, as if you were taking part in the
conversation. It enables you to enjoy “real Japanese conversation” that you haven’t
experienced in your previous studies.
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@ Word explanations

Word explanations are the main part of this book. The words you will learn in this
book fall into two main categories.

Chapter 1 Ichigorich
A word you already know that has a different meaning from its original meaning

For example, let’s have a look at the word “warui (bad)” on page 28. This is one of
the basic vocabularies of Level N5 for the Japanese Language Proficiency Test
(JLPT) standards. You know the word means “incorrect” or “inferior,” and is the
opposite of “good.”

However, when someone says “Warui, warui” or “Warui ne.” to someone in spoken
language, it does not mean that something is “incorrect.” This is a word of apology
when you have caused trouble to the other person and simply want to express “I'm
sorry.” The usage of “warui = sorry” is used quite often.

Words that have two or more meanings are called polysemous words, and basic
words are often polysemous.
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Chapter 2 to Chapter 5 Go Easy
A word that has a new meaning by combining a few words you already know.

For example, there is the word “katte-deru” on page 111, which is a combination
word of “katte (kau/kaimasu)” and “deru(demasu)”. Also, basic words of JLPT N5
like “warui” that we explained above. Of course, you know the meaning of both words.
However, even though you do understand “katte(buy)” as in the sentence “Cake o
katte-kaermashita. (I bought a cake and went home.)” or “deru” as of “Hichi-ji ni uchi
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o deru. (I leave my house at 7:00.)”, you might not have heard of the combination of
the word “katte-deru” or know what it means.

Compared to N2 and N1 level words, basic words at the N5 level are used and
heard more frequently in everyday life, and their combinations often result in new
meanings. Learning difficult words may get you closer to passing the JLPT but
combining words you already know and using them as new meanings is also
important to improve your daily-level conversational skills and promote smoother
communication.

» Guidelines to study

The basic process to study with word explanations is by reading.

You already know the original meaning of the words and their respective meanings,
explained in [Ichigorich] and [Go Easy]. So, take a look at the second meaning as
well as the new meaning that comes out of the combination. You may find out that
there are more definitions and realize, that you have heard and used it in this way
before. In addition, you could refer to English, Chinese, or Vietnamese translations
to understand the meaning propetly.

There is a bit of tension when learning a new word and trying to figure out what it
means. It is similar to the nervousness you get when you're interviewing or having a
meeting with someone for the first time. However, the words you encounter in
[Ichigorich] and [Go Easy] are all familiar to you. It’s like a friend or an acquaintance,
so to speak. It’s just that these people appear in a slightly different outfit, like a suit,
or, conversely, in a casual outfit like a T-shirt. Please feel free to read and enjoy
reading,
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© NOTES

Below the word description is NOTES, which explain a certain topic, or difficult-
to-understand parts marked with an asterisk (*) in the dialogue.

This book is written assuming a normal conversation between college students.
Therefore, when Japanese university students talk to each other,

- How they perceive each other.

- How they understand each other without using words.

- How do they tell jokes.



Such a “conversational context” is difficult for Japanese learners to understand.
Using conventional “textbook-like conversations” is not a problem when learning
Japanese. But when using Japanese which is close to real conversations, although you
can hear what they are talking about, you may still wonder

-- What does this mean?

-- Why are these two people laughing?

The NOTES is an “explanation of culture and communication” that explains them.

» Guidelines to study

How to use NOTES is also basically centered on reading

As you read, compare the text provided. You may find some explanations in
common with the parts you read before. It also helps solidify understanding,.
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O Let's talk

This is the part where you practice speaking using one of the words you learned

on the page, assuming an actual conversation.

» Guidelines to study

Read the conversation while considering you and the other person’s point of view
and create lines for “you” using [Ichigorich] and [Go Easy]. Don’t just mechanically
insert the words you've learned, consider grammatical connections.

Once you complete the sentence, read it aloud assuming you are the person in the
conversation. Then, listen to the audio file of the sample answer. It is important to
make sure that
- Were you able to use the new words correctly?

- Were you able to pronounce the words in a way that Japanese people can
understand?

It is important to check and compare your answers with the sample answers,
considering the word connections, and imitating model pronunciation would be
effective for your practice.

This is a practice exercise using the vocabulary which we learned in this book. The
“Challenge Question” introduces new vocabulary not covered in this book. If you
want to try more practice questions, download the additional questions and make use
of them (See page 5 for how to download them).

Try to use the new meanings you learned in this book in actual communication
with real Japanese speakers. By using it, your knowledge of the language will be

transferred to your long-term memory, and you will never forget it again.
